Local and International Chapters

We believe that inspiring people to make a difference in their own community
is one of the best ways we can increase efforts and make lasting change.

In 2021, we expanded support and sponsorsorship of community-based
environmental education and stewardship projects through local chapters.

We grew from one to six groups in the United States and added three
international groups. We offer small grants for projects hosted by these groups.
Our goal is to add five additional groups by the end of 2022.

Fall Forums

Sister Sharon Eubank returned to speak
with us in 2020. She offered unique
perspectives on earth stewardship. Her
role at LDS Charities takes her around
the world where she sees the hurt caused
by resource disparity.

Dr. Paul Alan Cox joined us in 2021 to present “Conservation and Reverence for the
Earth”. Dr. Cox was awarded the Goldman Environmental Prize, sometimes known as the
Nobel Prize of the Environment and his conservation foundation, Seacology, has set aside
over 1.5 million acres of rainforest and coral reef in 60 countries around the world.

At times over the past two years, LDS
Earth Stewardship has been managed
by one staff member. Currently, the

organization employs three part-time

staff members and has ten board
members. We recruit interns for
special projects and have created a
volunteer program that can utilize
over 150 volunteer roles.
